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COURSE PURPOSE
1. To glorify God and enjoy him.
2. To reiterate the importance and role of biblical languages for pastoral ministry.
3. To apply the fundamentals of the Greek language to the Pastorals (1-2 Timothy, Titus).

4. To practice the translation and exegesis of the Greek New Testament.

COURSE REQUIREMENTS
1. Class attendance: Attendance is necessary for a language reading class. To miss one day of class is to miss one third of the course. 
2. Class participation: Students must prepare the passages ahead of time and be ready to engage in class discussions (see below). 
3. Reading: Related reading must be completed before each class.
GRADING

There are no papers, quizzes, or exams. Grades depend entirely on a student's preparation and class participation.

“Preparation” means that before each class, students will be assigned a series of verses that will be discussed in the following class. The minimum amount of preparation includes (a) writing your own translations, (b) parsing all verbs and nouns, and (c) reading the relevant portions of Jeon (see below). 
Students should also keep in mind the following: (a) the use/function of key verbs (e.g., Is the participle adjectival or adverbial?), (b) significant grammatical constructions (e.g., type of genitive), (c) the flow and structure of the entire passage, and (d) tentative conclusions concerning the meaning of the text.
